Bangs is host and co-executive producer for Adventures with Purpose, a one-hour documentary special from American Public Television.  Bangs, a renowned modern explorer, has published more than 1000 magazine articles, 16 books, a score of documentaries and several CD-ROMs; and has lectured at the Smithsonian, the National Geographic Society, the Explorers Club and many other notable venues. He writes a semi-regular feature with the New York Times.  He was recently honored with a 2007 Lowell Thomas Award for travel journalism.
