Bangs side-trips to the Jungfrau region, and finally lands in Zermatt to experience the rapture of a deadly mountain that helped change our perception of nature—the Matterhorn.  Richard Bangs is often called the father of modern adventure travel.  Leader of 35 first descents of rivers around the globe, a mountain climber and renowned author, Richard brings a lifetime of experience to Adventures with Purpose. He writes a semi-regular feature with the New York Times and was recently honored with a 2007 Lowell Thomas Award for travel journalism.
